PROFESSIONAL   SERVICE   CONTRACT
ATTACHMENT  A  - Mutual Promises and Agreements

This contract is made and entered into by and between the ___________________________, Navajo Nation, hereinafter called "NATION", and _______________________ hereinafter call "VENDOR".  The parties agree as follows:

1.
The NATION agrees to employ and hereby employs the VENDOR for a period of _________________, beginning _______________ and ending on _____________________.  The contract is renewable for additional periods upon agreement between the Nation and the VENDOR.

2.
The VENDOR agrees to accept such employment for the purpose of performing the work or delivering the services described in ATTACHMENT B  - Statement of Work.

3.
The NATION agrees to compensate the VENDOR for work or services under this contract by paying to the VENDOR a sum not to exceed ___________ as per EXHIBIT  A  -  Budget.
4.
The VENDOR shall work with the of Division of General Services, under the direction/supervision of Pearl Lee, Program Manager, Navajo Nation Telecommunication & Utilities department in the performance of work or services under this Contract; and no payment shall be made unless said supervisor approves the work performed or services provided under this Contract; and has approved the invoice(s) submitted by the VENDOR.  All expenditure(s) invoiced must be supported by receipts.

5.
Contract Number C______ shall cover this Contract and reference to this number shall be made on all invoices submitted by the VENDOR to the NATION for payment.

6.
This contract is contingent upon the availability of funds appropriated by the Navajo Nation Council, pursuant to 2 N.N.C. § 223 (a).

7.
The VENDOR is authorized to travel under this Contract.  The VENDOR will provide services on the Navajo Nation, located in Window Rock, Arizona, and if necessary at other designated locations on the Navajo Nation.

8.
The VENDOR shall act as an independent contractor and will not receive any benefits to which the NATION's permanent employees are entitled.  The NATION shall not be responsible for the payment of any taxes, permit fees, licenses or other expenses required by the VENDOR due to conducting required work or services under this Contract.

9.
The product(s) and title of the VENDOR's work and services under this Contract shall be and will remain the property of the NATION.  Copies of all correspondence, reports and invoices under this contract shall be furnished to the:

Note:  The final invoice will be due thirty (30) days after the contract ends, and a "Release of Claims" form must be submitted.

10.
The VENDOR agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the NATION against any and all losses, costs, damages, claims, expenses, or other liability whatsoever, arising out of or in connection with, the VENDOR's work or services under this Contract including, but not limited to, any accident or injury to person or property.

11.
Any modifications to this Contract shall be made only by written amendment, signed by all parties to this Contract.  Any amendment to increase this contract shall not exceed 20% of the original budget award.

12.
All disputes over the performance of services provided in the execution of this Contract will be resolved administratively, under the laws of the NATION.  Nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of the NATION's sovereign immunity.

13.
The NATION may terminate this Contract at any time if the VENDOR's work or services provided are not satisfactory, if the VENDOR fails to submit required reports and other documents as requested by the NATION within defined time schedules, or if the VENDOR fails to submit verification of invoices to the NATION for payment.

14.
The VENDOR shall comply with the application of the NATION's Navajo Business Procurement Act (12 N.N.C., Section 1501, et. seq.), the Navajo Preference in Employment Act (15 N.N.C., Section 601 et. seq.), and the Navajo Business Preference Law (CJY-59-85, Title 5, Ch. 2, Sections 201-218); unless there are some provisions from the funding source that prohibits the adherence to the law.
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15.
Pre-Professional Service Costs:  Costs incurred before the finalization of this Professional Service Contract which are deemed reasonable, allowable, and allocable to performance of the contract as agreed to by the parties may be paid.

16.
All work performed within the territorial jurisdiction of the Navajo Nation is subject to the 3% Navajo Sales Tax.  24 N.N.C. § 601 et. seq.  The VENDOR shall segregate, on each invoice, work performed within and outside the territorial jurisdiction of the Navajo Nation.  The Navajo Nation shall withhold from each payment to the VENDOR 4% of the total invoice amount associated with work performed within the Navajo Nation.  This amount reflects the Navajo Sales Tax due on such invoice amount.  This 4% shall be transferred to the Office of the Navajo Tax Commission as a payment of the tax on behalf of the VENDOR.  The VENDOR will then indicate on the quarterly tax return required under the Navajo Sales Tax that this amount has been previously withheld and paid to the Office of the Navajo Tax Commission.  It is hereby acknowledged that the Navajo Nation withholding amounts pursuant to this section in no way removes responsibility from the VENDOR as a taxpayer for timely filing of tax returns and timely payment of any other amounts, which may be owed for taxes.

17.
If the VENDOR in its present form or any other identifiable capacity as an individual, business, corporation, partnership or other entity, has an outstanding money judgment against it in favor of the Navajo Nation or a delinquent accounts receivable debt which is due and owing to the Navajo Nation, upon due notice the Navajo Nation may offset its money claim against any amount it owes to or has an account payable to the individual, business, corporation, partnership or other entity.
